Steps in Administering Glucagon
1. Verify that the patient is unconscious or unable to swallow.

2. Call, or have someone else call, 9-911.
3. [image: image1.emf]Notify person in the building who is CPR/first aid trained to come be with the patient until EMS arrives.

4. Obtain the glucagons kit and check the expiration date.

5. Open the kit and remove the glass vial.

6. Flip off the top of the glass vial and remove the syringe                  from the kit.

7. Take the cap off the syringe taking care not to touch the needle beneath the cap.

8. Wipe off the top of the glass vial with alcohol, if possible.
9. [image: image2.emf]Inject the sterile water that is inside the syringe into the glass vial.
10. [image: image3.emf]Gently shake or roll to mix until all powder is dissolved and solution is clear.
11. [image: image4.emf]The solution should be clear and colorless.  Draw all of the fluid (glucagon) back into the syringe.
12. Clean the administration site, if possible. Use the upper, outer area of the thigh OR the upper, muscular area of the arm.
13. Hold the syringe safely and insert needle straight into the muscle of the upper arm and inject the glucagon directly into the tissue under cleansed area.
14. Withdraw the needle and massage the injection site for 10 seconds.

15. Place used needle in sharps container.  Do not recap the needle.

16. Apply band-aid to injection site, if needed.

17. Stay with the patient until EMS arrives.  It may take 10-20 minutes for patient to regain consciousness.
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
